With the addition of sports back into the everyday activities at FISHS, there are several new guidelines we will need to
follow in accordance to IDPH and IHSA. This letter is an attempt to outline these changes and guidelines.

SENIOR HIGH

SCHOOL

No Forreston spectators are allowed to attend away events.

At home events, players will be given 2 admission tickets, and may give them to anyone they wish to attend. THERE WILL BE
NO EXCEPTIONS and no extra tickets will be available. Senior athletes only MAY, depending on space availability, be allowed
extra tickets.

Staff members will be needed to help with in-game coordinated activities and will be determined by administration.

Due to participant numbers for girls’ basketball, all parents can stay for both the FS and Varsity games.

For boys’ basketball, FS spectators will have to EXIT and leave the building at the conclusion of the FS game. Varsity parents
will then be let into the gymnasium.

All spectators must be seated in designated locations and MUST BE PROPERLY MASKED AT ALL TIMES. Any failure to follow
this requirement will result in forfeit of attendance for any future game this school year.

All home games can be viewed on the NFHS Network (NFHSnetwork.com/schools/Forreston-high-school-forreston-il). This
does require paid subscription and proceeds benefit FISHS.
